Already，ever与yet

Already adv. “已经”。与现在完成时连用，通常用于肯定句中。Already一般不用于否定句，在口语中可用于疑问句中，表示期望对方做一个明确的答复或表示惊讶，此时already常置于句末。

e.g. I have already seen the film. 我已经看过这部电影了。

Have you read the book already? 你已经看过这本书了吗？

Ever adv. “曾经”。用于现在完成时，多用于疑问句。在否定句中一般用never（从来没有……，从来不……）来代替not ever。

e.g. Have you ever visited the Great Wall? 你曾经游览过长城吗？

Yet adv. “已经”。与现在完成时连用，用于疑问句或否定句中，通常置于句末，也可与not连用。Not yet常用来简略回答完成时态的一般疑问句，意为“还没有”。

e.g. Has the train started yet? 火车已经开了吗？

- Not yet. 还没有。

Me neither. 

Me neither与me too相对，me too表示肯定，me neither表示否定，通常用于口语中。

Neither的用法：

Neither用作形容词，表示“两者都不，双方均不”。

e.g. He answered neither of the letters. 他两封信都没回。

She bought two toys, but neither can please the child. 她买了两个玩具，却没有一个能让这个小孩高兴。

Which one would you like? –Neither. 两个都不喜欢。

注意：neither作主语时，谓语动词用单数形式。

e.g. Neither of us has been to Beijing. 我们两个都没去过北京。

e.g. What do you mean by dao? = What does dao mean? 请问“岛”是什么意思？

What do you mean by doing that? 你那么做是什么意思？

And you can see Disney characters walking around Disneyland all the time. 并且你能够看到迪士尼人物一直漫步在迪士尼乐园。

See sb. doing sth. 与 See sb. do sth.

Have you ever argued with your parents? 你曾经和你的父母争吵过吗？

Argue with sb. about/on sth. 与某人争论某事

e.g. I don’t want to argue with my mother. 我不想跟我母亲争论

We argued with our teachers about what our headmaster said. 我们就校长说的话和老师们进行了辩论。

When did you start studying English? 你是什么时候开始学英语的？

Start vt. “开始”，后可接名词、代词、动名词或动词不定式

e.g. They started to sing. = They started singing.

注意：start后可接动词不定式或动名词。在许多情况下可以互换，但在下列三种情况下，通常接不定式。

主语是物而不是人

e.g. The ice started to melt. 冰开始融化。

Start本身为-ing形式

e.g. He is just starting to draw the picture. 他刚开始画那幅画。

其后的动词与想法、感情有关

e.g. I started to understand it. 我开始明白这件事了。

Maybe when I leave school I’ll think about becoming an English teacher rather than a tour guide!

Think about 考虑，想起

e.g. I’m thinking about when to see my grandmother in the country. 我在考虑什么时候去看望住在乡下的奶奶。

Three quarters 四分之三，英语中分数的表达法为：分子是基数词，分母是序数词，分子如果大于1，分母要用复数。四分之一可以说a quarter，二分之一用a half。当分数作主语时，位于的单复数视其后面的名词而定，如果名词时复数，谓语动词用复数形式；若名词时单数或不可数名词时，谓语动词用单数形式。

e.g. One third of the water is dirty. 1/3的水是脏水。

Two thirds of the workers in our factory are young people. 我们厂三分之二的工人是年轻人。

Population n. 人口，人口数。Population单独作主语时，谓语动词用第三人称单数形式。

e.g. The population of city is 300 000. 这个城市的人口是三十万。

注意：

分数或百分数修饰population作主语时，谓语动词常用复数形式。

e.g. Thirty percent of the population live in the cities. 30%的人口住在城市里。

表达“人口多”常用large，表达“人口少”用small。

e.g. The population in this village is much larger than five years ago. 这个村子里的人口比五年前多了很多。

对人口的数量的提问用what

e.g. What’s the population of China? 中国的人口是多少？

… you won’t have any problem finding rice, noodles, or dumplings.你将不费吹灰之力找到米饭、面条或饺子。

Have problems (in) doing sth. 表示“做某事很费劲”。介词in指在某一方面，在句中可以省略，后面接v-ing形式

e.g. We had some problems getting to the top of the mountain. 到达山顶我们费了些劲。
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
