3. Party games 


	Prior Knowledge: It is helpful if children already know how to play party games such as ‘Musical Statues’.

	Framework Objectives

O3.2 Recognise and respond to sound patterns and words
O3.3 Perform simple communicative tasks using single words, phrases and short sentences
IU 3.3 Identify social conventions at home and in other cultures


	Support

Be aware that some children may need time and/or support to fully understand the concept of the games.

Extension

Some children may want to know verbs in Chinese for other activities they do. 


	Main
· Pronunciation warm-up
· Revise birthday months, age and 我的生日是x 月x 号wǒ de shēngrì shì x yuè xhào. (My birthday is the xth of x) 
· Revise verbs and play ‘Musical Statues’ using verbs from session 1. Decide on versions of statue for each verb. Play the music and when it stops, call out a sentence, e.g.我游泳 wǒ yóuyǒng  (I am swimming). The children freeze as a statue to show the verb. 
· Play verb bingo
· Talk about the fact that birthday celebrations are less important in China than New year celebrations. Indeed children may count how old they are by how many New Year’s they have experienced.
· Using the internet research, present traditional Chinese games to the children and discuss how similar they are to games they know.
· Model the conversation:你几岁? nǐ jǐ suì? (How old are you?) and  你x 吗？nǐ x ma?/你x不x? nǐ x bù x?(Are you  x?)  where ‘x’ is the various activities already encountered and they are using the two forms of question. Adapt to work in pairs to create a short role play.

	ICT opportunities
(levels of difficulty 1= easier, 3= more complex) 
Use the internet to research about traditional Chinese games dominoes, Weiqi (Go) and Mahjong. Look up games for children - Chinese kites, yo-yo, spinning tops, chasing the dragon’s tail

	Throughout the week: 

Call out a sentence using a verb. The children create the statue associated with that verb.
Work with the children to create today’s date. Place it on the wall in characters and pinyin.
	Main Follow up Activities

Invite native speakers to talk about children’s birthday celebrations in their country.  Discuss similarities and differences in games.
Greet native speakers using greetings language.  


	ICT Follow up Activities

Create a podcast of the different  voice(s) saying the unit pronunciation grid and key words and phrases to date. Load onto classroom blog.  Provide children with the web address and password of the blog to access it at home or in the library. 2
Videoconferencing: invite children in partner school or other school learning Chinese to join in and play a game or to say how old they are. 3
