II.  Background Information


 Language learning strategies are used by learners to complete speaking, reading, vocabulary, listening or writing activities presented in language lessons. Recognizing that there is a task to complete or a problem to solve, language learners will use whatever strategies they possess to attend to the language learning activity. However, whereas experienced language learners can approach language-learning problems in a systematic way and are usually successful in selecting appropriate strategies to complete a language-learning task, novices may be less efficient at selecting and using strategies to task..


Possible language learning strategies include: using practice opportunities, self-evaluation, selective attention, time management, reviewing notes taken in class and checking one’s understanding, constantly seeking answers to questions instead of passively receiving information, etc.

Ⅳ. Text Learning

1. If You Don’t Make Mistakes, You Won’t Learn   

Paraphrase: It’s impossible that you won’t make any mistake when learning English, and to some extent, making mistakes is a way to help you learn well. 
2. Within four years, though, she has managed to become so fluent in English that she doesn’t even have a foreign accent.
Paraphrase: However, after four years of practice, she turned to be able to speak English fluently to such an extent that people considered her a native English speaker.

3. She knew they were having the same troubles that she had experienced.

  Paraphrase: She was quite clear that these students were having the same difficulties that she had had before.

  experience: v. undergo

  e.g. He experienced great difficulty in getting a visa to leave the country.
4. You think you are the only person feeling embarrassed when making mistakes 
  Paraphrase: You think you are the only one who feels awkward when you are making mistakes.

  “feeling embarrassed” in this sentence is used attributively, modifying “the only person”
5. …she gave the wrong pronunciation of the word “sheet” in asking for a piece of paper, and her teacher thought that she had said a rude word…
  Paraphrase: When she asked the teacher for a sheet of paper, she pronounced “sheet” in such a wrong way that the teacher believed she had spoken an impolite word “shit”.

6. Take a leaf out of Kim’s book. : follow Kim’s example.

  take a leaf out of someone’s book: follow someone’s example.

  take one’s name off the books:  discharge somebody from employment 

7. You have to dare to learn the language

  Paraphrase: You have to encourage yourself to make efforts in learning English.

8. These experience taught Kim an important lesson about learning English well.

  Paraphrase: Kim learnt many useful things from difficulties she had been through.

  teach someone a lesson: A person or experience that teaches someone a lesson improves his future behavior by making him experience the bad effects of his actions:
  e.g.  Having my car stolen really taught me a lesson - I'll never leave it unlocked again.

2. improve:  v. make better; get better

  e.g. He studied harder to improve his French.
The Post Office aims to improve its quality of service.
I hope the weather will improve before Friday. 
3. expect:   v. (1) think or believe that (something will happen), or that (someone will arrive) 
  e.g. Her plane is expected to land at about 8:30 this morning.
I have to leave — my parents are expecting me. 
We expected to see our English teacher here, but I guess she decided not to come.
              (2) ask for; require 

  e.g. Don’t expecting too much. I can’t tell whether it works.

4. affect:  v. influence; have an influence on  compare effect ( result)

  e.g. The disease only affects cattle.
I was deeply affected by the film.
5. call for:  ask for; pick up

  e.g. The situation calls for prompt action. 
     Tom will call for you tomorrow morning.
6. Some people have a natural ability to learn languages quickly because they know how to “listen”.

  Paraphrase: Some people are talented and know how to learn language efficiently because they are good at listening when learning languages. 

  natural:  a. from nature; usual

  e.g. I prefer to see animals living in their natural state.
      It's quite natural that you should succeed. 
7. We know what to expect in almost any situation because we have heard similar conversations many times before.

  Paraphrase: Since we have been familiar with talks of the same kind many times before, we know what will come from our conversation in almost any situation.

  similar:  a.  looking or being almost the same, although not exactly 
  e.g. Gold is similar in color to brass.
The two buildings are similar on the whole.
