Most did not know the dates of the American Civil War. Many did not know World War Ⅱ leaders.
Someone asked this question: What did students think of social studies? Their answer: Social studies was not important. They said it was the least important of their studies.

Children can have problems making friends and getting along with others for several reasons. One of the most common reasons for friendship problems is behavior that annoys other children. Children, like adults, do not like the behavior that is bossy and self - centered.
Sometimes children who have learning or attention problems can have trouble making friends, because they find it hard to understand and follow the rules of games. Children who get angry easily when things don't go their way can also have a hard time getting along with others.
Children can also have friendship problems because they are very shy and feel uncomfortable with the unsure of others around them. Sometimes children are ignored （不理睬） or laughed at by classmates because there is something “different” about them that sets them apart from other children.
There is an important difference between not being “popular” and having friendship problems. Some children are friendly and have many friends. Other children are quite satisfied with just a good friend or two. Either one of these friendship patterns is fine. Friendship problems are something to be concerned about when the teacher reports that your child is getting into trouble with other children, or when your child seems to be actively disliked by other children, and other children are laughing at your child and making him feel lonely and upset.
Parents should also think about how long the problem has lasted. Sometimes children will talk with friends about a change in their lives when they are upset, such as parental separation or divorce. Friendships are important to children. The interest you show in your child's friendships and the support you offer to your child in this important period of development are worthwhile.

In the world of entertainment, TV talk shows have undoubtedly flooded every inch of space on daytime television. And anyone who watches them regularly knows that each one varies in style and format. But no two shows are more profoundly（完全地） opposite in content, while at the same time standing out above the rest， than the Jerry Springer and the Oprah Winfrey shows.
Jerry Springer could easily be considered the king of “trash talk”. The topics on his show are as shocking can be. For example, the show takes the ever -common talk show themes of love, sex, cheating, guilt, hate, conflict and morality to a different level. Clearly, the Jerry Springer show is a display and exploitation of society's moral catastrophes（灾难）, yet people are willing to eat up the intriguing（引起好奇心的）difficult situations of other people's lives.
Like Jerry Springer, Oprah Winfrey takes TV talk show to its extreme, but Oprah goes in the opposite direction. The show focuses on the improvement of society and an individual's quality of life. Topics range from teaching your children responsibility, managing your workweek, to getting to know your neighbors.
Compared with Oprah, the Jerry Springer show looks like poisonous waste being dumped on society. Jerry ends every show with a “final word”. He makes a small speech that sums up the entire moral of the show. Hopefully, this is the part where most people will learn something very valuable.
Clear as it is, the Oprah show is not for everyone. The show's main target audience are middle -class Americans. Most of these people have the time, money and stability to deal with life's tougher problems. Jerry Springer, on the other hand, has more of an association with the young adults of the society. There are 18 to 21 - year - old young people whose main troubles in life involve love, relationship, sex, money and peers. They are the ones who see some value and lessons to be learned underneath the show's exploitation.
