教学反思：

本节课是一节对书本英语知识的拓展的课，我在课文内容的基础上，增加了学生平时日常生活中容易接触到的、比较感兴趣的景点作为了我的教学扩充内容，力争让每个学生学会书本的知识，也希望让一些基础较好的学生多掌握一些课外的知识。
我把这节课和学校的课题“信息技术与学科整合，发展学生自主探究能力“结合在一起，制作了一个学生能自己动手操作的交互型课件，让学生自己动手，进入自己感兴趣的景点，并利用“金山词霸”这个学习软件，自己学习这些景点的英语名称。

在整个教学过程中，我始终坚持以学生为主体，发展学生们的自主探究的能力，我让他们根据我所制作的课件，先由我的带领学习上海的一些著名的景点，掌握一些最基本的学习方法，在学习了景点的名称后再用自己的话来简单地介绍一下这个景点，以此作为知识的巩固。随后再让学生根据自己的兴趣爱好，选择想去的地方，用先前的方法进行自我学习。

但是在整个教学过程中，还有许多不足的地方。首先我所制作的课件并没有满足所有学生的不同需求，我只是按照我自己的想法，设计了一些中国著名景点的照片与注解，但是在课的进行过程中，我发现有些学生希望去到一些地方，但这些地方却偏偏是我没有想到的，没有做到的，例如：西双版纳、澳门等等。这样就削弱了学生学习的积极性，使得他没有更大的兴趣往下学了。
另外，在整个课堂教学过程中，教师的指导作用没有很好的发挥。我要求学生用金山词霸这个软件学习景点的英语名称并做简单的自我介绍，但是我本人在做介绍的时候就简单用了几个常用的词，如：beautiful、nice等，给学生选择的、思考的余地本身就不是很大，故学生在做介绍的时候，能说的句子就不是很多。我想要改变这个状况，在下个阶段教学的时候，我就应该给学生足够多的信息输入量，给他们足够多的单词选择的余地，还可以鼓励学生再次利用金山词霸对想要描述的单词做中英互译。
