1． Three main parts of newspaper article- headline, lead and body

Headline: “Title” of the article.  Words that tell the important part of the story.

Lead: First paragraph of a news story. Usually one sentence giving all the information which expands on the headline

Body: Details, comments and background to understand story more deeply
2．Newspaper articles are written using an “inverted pyramid format.” The most important information is at the top (beginning of article) and the least important information is at the bottom (end of article).
