II.   Background Information

1. Spring Hill College

Spring Hill College is the first Catholic college in the Southeast of the USA, the third oldest Jesuit college in the country and the fifth oldest Catholic college in America. It is a four-year, coeducational, liberal arts and sciences institution located near the Gulf Coast in Mobile, Alabama.

2. Columbia University

Columbia University was founded in 1754 as King’s College by the Royal Charter of King George II of England, which defines the institution’s goal as “the Institution and Education of Youth in the Learned Languages and Liberal Arts and Sciences”. After the American Revolution, the College reopened in 1784 with a new name----Columbia----that embodied the patriotic fervor that had inspired the nation’s search for independence. Located in the City of New York, it is the oldest institution of higher learning in the state of New York and the fifth oldest in the United States.

The factory is faced with many problems as a consequence of years of bad management.

There are a couple of points worthy of mention.
The children were most excited at the mention of a party.

(2) vt. tell about something in a few words, without giving details; say the name of

She loses her temper every time I mention the stock market.

Although she didn’t mention any names, everyone knew whom she was referring to.
4. existence: n.

(1) (singular) life; way of living

Chemistry has influenced almost every aspect of man’s existence.

He had some ideas about his future existence after the talk.

(2) [U] the state of existing

The existence of these weapons poses a threat to the whole world.

A completely new situation will arise when a new system comes into existence.

in view of: considering; take into consideration

In view of our research, we conclude that we can introduce our new product to the market.

My father often said that they had just enough money to eat and live only because my grandmother knew how to use money carefully and without waste.


keep the wolves/wolf at bay: earn just enough money to eat and live

e.g.
He took on two jobs at the same time, but could only just keep the wolves at bay.

4. I went into it for money… (Para.6)
I worked in business just for money…
5. “Enjoyed” is too mild a word, really… (Para.9)

The word “enjoyed”, as used in the previous sentence, is really not strong enough to express my feelings…
6. When I broke away from the business world, it was against the advice of practically all of my friends and family. (Para.11)

When I quit my job and left the business world, almost all of my friends and family advised me not to.

In this sentence, the term “time machine”, used here as a metaphor, refers to the eighty-seven-year-old lady, implying that she has a lot of experience and wisdom as a very old lady.
