［教材分析］
    火星是太阳系中距太阳第四远的行星，它的表面与地球表面最为接近。许多人相信到2100年的时候，人类将可以移居到火星上去居住。本单元围绕“火星上的生活”这一主题展开，鼓励学生思考到另一个行星上去生活的可能性和前景性。通过比较地球和火星上的生活，让学生学会如何衡量在不同环境中生活的优势和劣势。
［教学目标］

 1、知识目标：复习并灵活运用本单元所学的重点词组和句型结构：
   词组：care for, in the form of, space travel, become more and more crowded, large numbers of, compare with, on the surface of, do harm to, keep away
   句型：How do you like life on Mars?

         Many people believe that we will live on the planet Mars by the year 2100.

         Robots will do most of our work and we will have more time for our hobbies.

         Nobody is sure whether these plants could produce enough water.

         Sit by the window.
 2、能力目标：

    能熟练地运用本单元所学的重点词组和句型结构描述太空旅行；能用恰当的语言描述火星上生活的利弊并表达个人见解。
 3、情感、态度价值观目标：

    激发学生的想象力，鼓励学生对未来生活进行创造性思维。
［教学重点］

  学会用恰当的语言描述某一特定环境的优点和缺点。
［教学难点］

  熟练运用由that, if/whether, wh-words引导的宾语从句。
［教学过程］

  Step 1 Lead in
  利用课间休息时间反复播放“快乐星球”主题曲“快乐小神仙”。
T: Do you like the song I played for you just now? (Ss: Yes!) It is the theme song of a TV series called “Happy Planet”. This TV series tells stories about three planets. What are the three planets, do you know?

S(s): Yes. They are the earth, the Happy Planet and the Dark Planet.

  老师呈现一张“快乐星球”的图片。
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T: Look at the children, how happily they are living on the Happy Planet! It is a pity that this is only a science fiction. However, many scientists are working very hard, trying to make this wonderful dream come true, and many people believe that by the year 2100, humans will be able to move away from Earth to another planet. What is that planet, do you know?

Ss: Mars.

[设计意图] 通过学生熟悉的一首欢快、活泼的歌曲引入单元的主题——火星。激发学生对英语学习的兴趣。
Step 2 Brainstorming
T: Great! Our topic today is about Life on Mars(将单元标题同时呈现在黑板上：Revision for Unit 1 Life on Mars). Look! I’ve got a picture of Mars here. 
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Look at it and tell me what you know about this mysterious planet.
学生可能给出的回答：

S1: It’s a planet in the solar system.

S2: It appears red.

S3: It is 142 million miles away from the sun.

S4: It takes Mars about two earth years to complete a circle around the sun.

S5: It has two moons. The Phobos and Deimos.
S6: The gravity on Mars is very low. It’s only about three-eights of that on Earth.

S7: The surface of Mars is more like the surface of Earth than any other planet in our solar system.
S8: Conditions on Mars are very tough, including an atmosphere that is 95 percent carbon dioxide.

S9: It takes months to go to Mars from Earth by spacecraft.

[设计意图]通过头脑风暴促使学生主动回忆有关火星的知识，同时检测他们对本单元知识的总体掌握情况。

Step 3 Revising phrases and sentences
T: Thank you for your wonderful performance. It seems that you know Mars quite well. Anyway, there is another test waiting for you——useful words and expressions. Are you ready for it?

Ss: Yes.

T: Great! Now let’s look at them one by one.

老师将本单元的重点短语和句型板书在黑板上，学生看着汉语以最快的速度说出其英文表达法，并要求学生用部分短语造句。如：care for, in the form of, at a speed of, make/have sb. do sth., do harm to, compare with, keep…away from, prevent sb. from doing sth…
T: Now please look at the first one “由机器人来照顾”, how can you say that in English?

S: be cared for by robots

T: Great! But can you make a sentence by using “ care for”?

S: It’s our duty to care for the old.
T: Excellent! Sit down, please. Now let’s look at No. 2…

[设计意图] 通过复习本单元的重点短语和句型，帮助学生更好的掌握本单元的重点内容。让学生用重点短语造句是为了让他们学会举一反三，活学活用。同时通过最后两个长句子的呈现，引出本单元的重点语法结构——宾语从句。
Step 4 Grammar
让学生集体朗读屏幕上的24个短语和句型结构，然后将重心转向最后两个句子：

T: Look at the structure of the last two sentences and find out what they have in common.

S(s): Both of them include an object clause.

T: That’s right. Both of them include an object clause. 
What part is the object clause in Sentence 23? Would you please read it out?

Ss: that the journey to Mars will be very comfortable
T: Terrific! So it is an object clause introduced by “that”. 

What part is the object clause in Sentence 24?
Ss: whether/if the public transport system on Mars will be better than that on Earth
T: You’re right! So this is an object clause… (老师停下来，用手势示意学生接着说下去)
Ss: introduced by “whether” or “if”
T: Wonderful! Actually we’ve learnt another kind of object clause. What is it, do you still remember?

S(s): Object clauses introduced by “wh-”words.

T: That’s right. But who can give me an example of that?
Get 2 or 3 students to give out sentences which include object clauses introduced by “wh-” words.

Possible answers from the Ss:

1. Paul didn’t know why the teacher was so angry with him.

2. I have no idea how fast space shuttles can travel.

3. He asked me what the greatest problem might be.

T: You’ve done a really wonderful job. I’ve got one sentence here, now please put it into English.

T: Good. Now tell me what is the word order in if/whether-clauses and wh-words clauses?

Ss: It should be the same as that in a statement.
[设计意图]通过老师的引导，学生的亲身体验，复习宾语从句的语法规则，为学生能熟练地

运用宾语从句表达自己的思想奠定基础。
Step 4 Link to the Entrance Examination

T: Object clauses are so important that they have always been part of the Entrance Examination for Senior High School. Many of them are in the form of multiple choices. Would you like to have a look at them?

Ss: Yes!
T: Good. I’ve chosen 11 from them all. Let’s have a look! Here they are! I’ll give you about 3 minutes to work them out. Be quick!

老师核对答案，解答学生的疑点。如：有的学生可能不太明白第9题中两个if的用法，老师可以自己作解释，但最好是找成绩好的同学代替老师作解释。

S: The first “if” is used to introduce an object clause, it means “是否”；the second “if” is used to introduce a conditional clause, it means “如果”.
T: You’ve done a wnderful job. It may be quite easy for you to do multiple choices, but it will turn out to be a little more difficult for you to do some translation work. I’ve got some sentences here, please put them into English.

[设计意图]通过链接中考，让学生知道宾语从句的重要性，同时让他们提前感受中考，为中考做好充分的准备。

Step 5 Free talk

T: Now it’s time for you to make your own sentences, but you must use one of the structures on the screen to express your ideas about moving to Mars. For example, you may express your idea like this: I don’t think scientists will be able to develop plants that can grow on Mars, so I don’t want to move to Mars. Or you may say: I think scientists will be able to develop plants that can grow on Mars, so I want to move to Mars. Do you know how to do it now? OK. I’ll give you one minute to work in pairs and get ready for it.
屏幕上要求的结构如下：

[设计意图]让学生使用宾语从句表达自己的观点。本环节主要是承上启下，为下一个环节的

调查做铺垫。
Step 6  Conducting a survey
T: You see different people have different opinions about moving to Mars. Why not conduct a survey in our class to find out how many of us would like to move to Mars, and how many wouldn’t do that.
请一位同学到讲台前面帮助老师完成调查。调查时所有的问题由这位学生提出，老师只负责做记录。
调查员：How many of us would like to move to Mars? Please put up your hands. One, two, three,… So 15 students in our class would like to move to Mars. Those who don’t want to move to Mars please put up your hands. We’ve got 25. (David), could you tell me why you don’t want to move to Mars? Jerry, you would like to move to Mars, right? Would you please tell me your reason for that?...

Step 7 Writing

Step 8 Oral report

找2-3名同学代表自己的小组发言，将本组的书面报告以口头的形式向全班同学做汇报。
[设计意图]口头汇报一方面是为了给学生提供展示成果的机会，让学生感受成功；另一方面也有利于老师检查学生对本单元知识的掌握程度。
Homework：
从词组、句型、语法三方面全面复习第二单元，为明天第二单元的复习做好充分准备。
[设计意图]中考前的系统复习是以一节课一个单元的形式进行的节奏很快，学生只有课前做好充分的复习，才能在课堂上与老师密切配合，共同做好复习备考工作。
［板书设计］
本堂课为多媒体课，因此大部份内容都在幻灯片中显示出来，黑板上只需板书当场调查的结果。

［教学反思］
本节课是中考备考系统复习中的一节单元复习课。本节课始终围绕着“Life on Mars”这一主题展开，从词组、句型、语法、篇章四方面对整个单元进行了一个全面而又系统的复习。在复习的过程中有效地突出了重点，突破了难点，收到了很好的教学效果。
整个课堂设计由一首欢快、活泼的歌曲引入主题，避免了复习课的单调乏味。接着让学生以头脑风暴的形式说出自己所知道的有关火星的知识，然后按照词汇、句型、篇章的逻辑顺序由浅入深、层层递进对本单元的知识进行梳理和检测让学生做到心中有数。根据复习课容量大这一特点，我精心设计了一系列的丰富多彩的课堂活动，让学生通过竞争、合作来完成这些任务，避免了简单的机械操练和重复的死记硬背。特别是在现场调查这一环节中，我更是让学生站在讲台上，代替老师的角色，充分体现了以学习者为中心的课堂教学模式。本节课还插入了一个链接中考的环节，目的是让学生零距离感受中考，为即将到来的中考做好充分的准备。
本节课的另一亮点就是过渡自然，丝丝相扣。尽管本节课内容繁多，但我始终能用适当的衔接语将每一个教学环节有机而又恰当地连接起来，让人感到整节课如流水般自然流畅。
尽管整节课设计严谨，课堂活动丰富多彩，能充分调动学生的积极性。但由于这节课容量大，节奏快，难免会有个别课前准备不充分的同学感到有些吃力。
在以后的教学活动中我会更加努力，不断反思，争取更大的进步。
