	单元教材分析
本单元以“rules”为中心话题，以谈论学生在生活、学习中应当遵守的各项规则及学生对这些规则的态度和意见为主线，展示表示被允许或不被允许做谋事、叙述同意或不同意理由的语言功能，把话题、交际功能和语言结构有机地结合起来。通过本单元的学习，学会使用“should （not） be allowed to do”来谈论在学习、生活中应该被允许做某事，并能发表观点，陈述同意或不同意的理由。同时学会关注日常生活和学习中的各种规章，对周围世界进行比较客观的认识和评价，养成自觉遵守规则的良好习惯。
本单元的核心语言项目是“Talk about what you are allowed to do. Agree and disagree”， 话题是“Rules”。由Section A 的“talk about what you are allowed to do at home. Agree and disagree.”，到Section B的“Talk about school rules. Change school rules, make new rules for the English club”，再到拓展阅读中“Should be allowed to make my own decisions”，教材始终紧扣“rules”这一主题，贯穿“Talk about what you are allowed to do. Agree and disagree”这一主线，实用性强，涉及面广，语言运用量大。通过赋予知识和技能训练以真实的情景和语境来调动学生的参与热情；通过听、说、读、写等综合训练，培养学生综合语言运用能力，发展学生和谐相处的能力
本单元围绕“允许做什么， 不允许做什么”这一话题，设计了三个任务型活动：任务一：谈论自己想做的事情；任务二： 我可以做什么， 不可以做什么。 任务三：讨论自己想做什么，自己需要什么样的生活。
学情分析
本单元谈论的是学生非常熟悉又和生活、学习紧密相关的话题——家规、校规及其它规章制度，能引起学生共鸣，激起学习的兴趣。因此，掌握“be （not） allowed to do / should （not） be allowed to do” 难度不大。可以让学生结合生活实际自由谈论各种规章制度，发表自己的观点，并陈述同意或不同意的理由；还可以根据实际情况对各种家规、校规进行修改，并为一些组织机构制定新的规章，体现“为用而学、在用中学、学了就用”的新课程理念。
单元总体目标
通过本单元的学习让学生学会用不同的句型来谈论应该允许做什么，不允许做什么， 谈论同意和不同意。
