III. Teaching plans for each period 

Period 1 Function

Target language 目标语言

Teaching procedures and ways 教学过程与方式
Step I  Lead-in

T: Hello, everyone! I know many of you like doing sports after school. Right? What other things do you like to do in your free time? Now I will ask some of you.

Then ask some of the students and write their sentences on the blackboard.

T: These students talk about what they are going to do after school, if you want to tell a friend what they said, how would you tell him? 

Write the words “He said” and “She said” on the blackboard.

T: We can use the words “He said” and “She said” to tell your friend like this: He/She said he/she was going to play basketball after school.

Get the students to repeat.

Ask four students to stand in front of the class, and the teacher asks them the following questions as a reporter.

1. What are you going to do when you grow up?

2. What are you going to do next week?

3. What are you going to do after school?

The students will give different answers, then ask a top student to report what they said.

“I am going to be a doctor.”

—What did she say?

—She said she was going to be a doctor.

Step II Function presentation (1a, P26)

T: Do you know what a soap opera is? 

Explain what soap opera is, what things happen on soap operas. Then let them name some soap operas they know.

Soap opera: a television or radio story about the daily lives and relationships of the same group of people, which is broadcast regularly

List of some soap operas: 《东北一家人》《我爱我家》《成长的烦恼》《闲人马大姐》…
Talk about the pictures.

Step III Listening and speaking (1b, 1c, P26)

Step IV Listening (2a, 2b, P27)

First, point to the five sentences in 2a and ask different students to read them to the class. 

Play the recording. For the first time, Ss just listen for main idea. 

Play it again, Ss circle their answers. 

Then check the answers. 

Then play the tape again, and let students circle the correct answers in 2b. They should pay attention to the use of tense. Then let them compare the use of tense in direct speech and reported speech. 

Step V Pairwork (2c, P27)

Ask two students to read the conversation. Then let students make conversations according to what they hear in the listening material. 

Play the recording again. Give students several minutes to prepare. 

Check the students’ work by asking several pairs to present their conversations to the class.

Step VI Grammar focus

Review the grammar box. Give students a summary of the grammar point.

Step I  Reading and writing

T: Look at 3a. Here is a newspaper story about the soap opera “Young lives”. Go through the story first. And then fill in the blanks with suitable words. Pay attention to the tenses. 

Check the answers by asking a student to read his/her answers. 
Then let students write a similar passage about the next episode of “Young lives”.

A sample story:


Last night on “Young Lives”, Marcia told everyone she wasn’t going to have the party on Friday night. Ben told Marcia that Lana was not mad at her anymore, and they were still good friends. He said that they wanted to have a party at Marcia’s house. So, on Friday night, Marcia had a party at her house with Ben, Lana and other friends. Everyone was very happy. They had many drinks and snacks.

Step II Groupwork

T: Please work in groups of three. First read the role play cards in activity 4, trying to understand what happens to A, B and C. Then make conversations with your group members. You are supposed to use both reported speech and direct speech in your conversation. 

Step III Homework

Review the vocabulary and finish off Section A of the workbook.

Step I Word study

This activity introduces some key vocabulary about school performance.

T: How are you getting along with your studies? What expressions can you use to talk about your performance at school?

S1: Be good at. For example, I am good at English.

S2: Work hard. 

T: Yes, we may also say hard-working. Hard-working is an adjective. For example, you are really hard-working, aren’t you? Now turn to page 29, you will find more expressions in activity 1a. 

Ask a student to read the sentences to the class. 

T: Are you lazy or not? If you are not, then you are diligent (勤奋的). You are all diligent. Right? “Be better at ... than ...” is used when you compare two things. “Better” is the comparative degree form of “good”. For example, which subject are you better at, Math or History? 

Then ask the students to check the sentences that are true for them. Then talk about their answers with their partners. 

Step II Listening

T: Now you will hear a conversation between Scott and his mother. They are talking about his report card. Let’s listen to what the teachers say about Scott’s work at school. And fill in the speech bubbles.

Move on to activity 2b. Ask different students to read the information on the four report cards. Then play the recording again and let them check which is Scott’s report card.

Then let students work in pairs and talk about Scott’s study in complete sentences. 

Step III Pairwork

T: Now let’s make a role play. One pretends to be the parent and one the son or daughter. The parent asks the child some questions about his or her report card.
Step IV Homework

T: At the beginning of the class, we learned some expressions about school performance: Hard-working, be good at, lazy, be better at ... than ..., do better in. 

Homework:Write a short description about someone in your class, using these expressions. Remember, don’t mention his/her name. Next time, we will play a guessing game.

Then let students pick out the words in the passage that describe feelings. They are:

get nervous, surprised, luckily, difficult, disappointing

Step III Writing

In this step, students will practice writing a passage about report card in a form of letter. 

T: Now suppose you are Scott. Use the information from activity 2b to write a letter to a relative or a friend about your report card. 

Ask the students to say something they might write about. Remind them to use words that can describe feelings. 

After they finish, ask some students to read their letters. Make sure they use proper reported speech. 
Sample letter:

Dear Jane,


I got my report card today. Before I saw the envelope from school, I was very nervous. This semester I did much work in Spanish, and I am very happy that my Spanish teacher said I was good at speaking. Another good news is that my math teacher said I was hard-working. But my history teacher said I could do better. I really had a hard time with science. My science teacher said I was lazy. I’m very disappointed to see that. I have to try harder at it.

Step III Reading and writing

In this step, students will read a story with reported speech. They will be asked to turn it into a conversation by using direct speech. 

T: Now let’s move on to activity 2. We will read a story. The writer tells about something happened between him and his friend Xiao Li. Now read it carefully and underline reported speech in it.

After reading.

T: Who’d like to read the sentences with reported speech in the story?

Ask students to read the sentences with reported speech. 

The sentences are:

1. It all started when she asked me if she could copy my homework.

2. I asked why she wanted to do that, and she said that she had forgotten to do hers. 

3. I said I didn’t think it was a good idea for her to copy my homework. 

4. She wanted to know why I didn’t think it was a good idea. 

5. I said it would start a bad habit, and that she should do her own work.

6. She said she didn’t want to be my best friend anymore. 

7. I said that was OK and that I was sure she would get over it. 

8. Yesterday she told me she was sorry. 

9. She said it was much better if she did her own work.

Ask Ss to think of people who need help and write some ideas. Then discuss with their partners.

T: Oh, dear boys and girls, what do you think of your life? Do you feel happy? 

Ss: Yes, of course.

T: What can you do in your everyday life?

S1: We can study.

S2: We can have delicious food.

S3: Our home is very warm and comfortable.

S4: After class, we can do many things in our free time.

T: Yes, you are right. But not all people in the world live a happy life. There are some people need help. Who are they? 

Ss: Disabled people, old people, people with AIDS, poor people ...

T: If some of these people are around you, what can you do to help them? Discuss with your partners and fill in the chart on page 32.

After students complete the chart.

T: Now tell me your ideas using “We can ...”

Step II While you read

Help students learn how to understand the meaning of a word from the context. 

First ask a student to read the Reading strategy on page 32. Then give them some instructions on how to understand new words in a text.

T: While we are reading a text, first we just read for the main idea. And then read it again for some detail information. If there are some words in the text that you don’t know, what will you do? … Yes, use the context. Context means “the words that come just before and after a word or sentence”. It helps you understand the meaning of the word. Are you clear?

Let students read the text for general idea. Then let them go through the words in the box, read the text again detail by detail and put the words into the correct space. 

T: The words in the box are missing from the reading. Put them in their correct places according to the context. After you finish, read the sentences and see if they make sense. 

Step III After you read

Activities 3a and 3b check students’ understanding of some details. 

Then let students work in pairs, ask and answer the questions in 3b. 

Sample answers:

1. Her mother thought it was a good idea. She said young people today need to experience different things. 

2. They love having the volunteer teachers and they say they are like big brothers or sisters. 

3. Yang Lei said she could open up her students’ eyes to the outside world and give them a good start in life.

4. Yang Lei enjoyed her time as a volunteer very much. 

T: What do you think of volunteer teachers? Will you volunteer to teach in a poor mountain village when you grow up? 
Step Ⅵ Homework
